1. The United States has a percentage more than three times as high as Norway and Russia. In 1964, close to 23 percent of American kids were poor. Currently, about 18 percent of kids in the United States are below the poverty line, 11% of those kids being immigrants. The income gap between immigrant and native children widened. As of 1990, immigrant kids had poverty rates 50 percent higher than their native counterpart. Studies show that 31.1 percent of the poor under 18 are either immigrants or the American-born kids of immigrant parent. A majority of America’s poor immigrant children, and most of all poor children in the United States are Hispanic. According to poverty data in 1972, 22.8 percent of those originally from countries of Latin America were poor, but since the Hispanic population has increased dramatically since then, the poverty rolls have expanded. America has 3.7 million poor black children (36 percent of all black kids) and 5.1 million poor Hispanic children (31 percent of all Hispanic kids) making the Hispanic population the largest group in child poverty. As of 2016, Hispanic children account for more than one-third of America’s poor children. In conclusion, it can be understood that the United States has an extremely unacceptable child poverty rate and a majority of that rate are Hispanic poor children who were immigrants or born to immigrant parents.

2.
