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What makes this course a Writing Intensive Course?

This is a Writing Intensive course that fulfills the WI requirement for graduation. Writing
intensive courses pay special attention to developing critical reading, writing, and analytic
skills to prepare students for college-level coursework in general. Both informal and formal
writing will be designed to maximize your understanding or the subject matter. Formal
writing assignments account for a significant portion of your grade and will include

opportunities for revision.

Course Student Learning Outcomes (Student will

be able to...)

1. Student will be able to complete formal writing
assignments, including revisions, with a cumulative
10-12 pages in total for all the assignments.

2. Students will be able to generate pieces of
informal writing in response to a variety of prompts,
concepts, situations or reading assignments.

3. Students will strengthen reading, writing and
critical thinking skills by working with more
advanced literary texts in Spanish. Student will
analyze and work creatively with literary texts
through class discussion and through short written
assignments in different genres (free-writing, letters,
dialogues) and longer writings (argument essays,
response essays).

4. Students will increase awareness of the diverse
cultures, histories, and societies comprising Latin
America by reading, discussing and writing about
literary, visual and performative works.

Measurements (means of assessment for
student learning outcomes listed in first column)

An argument letter, a creative narration.

Freewriting, journal entries, Blackboard discussion
board, dialogues, caption writing.

1. Writing tasks: Freewriting, journal entries, letters,
peer-to-peer responses, formal writing assignment.
In-class participation and participation on
discussion board. In addition to frequent short
writing assignments, a formal writing assignment
will be shaped around a field trip and scaffolded to
activate thinking and to develop ideas.

2. In addition to short writing assignments, an oral
review either in-class or via VoiceThread.

Espanol 210.090W es un curso de escritura intensiva enfocado en mejorar la expresion escrita de
la lengua (organizacion, claridad, profundidad del pensamiento). Desarrolla el pensamiento critico y
la capacidad analitica a través de las lecturas que hacemos, discutimos y analizamos.

Como es un curso de escritura intensiva (WI), vamos a hacer una variedad de escrituras para
ampliar tu facilidad en escribir en espanol: escrituras informales, free-writing, y escrituras mas
formales y especificas. También haremos un proyecto de escritura formal con varios borradores y
versiones revisadas.

Pre-requisitos:

Espafnol 207 o permiso del departamento.

Materiales requeridos: Una cuenta activa en Blackboard (BB) y una cuenta activa de correo
electronico de BMCC.

Tareas y Trabajos de escritura informales (20%) Las tareas incluyen actividades de escritura
que te permitirdn ganar mas confianza en tu propia escritura. Seran evaluados en las ideas, en el
contenido, asi como en el disefio y la claridad de la expresion.

Escritura formal (20%) Tendremos un proyecto final de escritura que tendra un enfoque
lingUistico. Tendra varios pasos: pre-writing, borrador 1, 2, 3, final.

Presentacion final (5%) Sobre el proyecto final.
